ATR VERDICT: Flemenstorm clearly likes the venue, having won and finished runner-up over
hurdles here in past visits, and he makes plenty of appeal on his return over the larger obstacles, while
veteran performer Mister First has a definite chance off 2lb lower than when fourth at Down Royal. The
vote, however, goes to handicap debutant NICOLE'S MILAN. He improved massively from his first to
second start when runner-up behind subsequent winner Goodthynemilan at Punchestown and this
mark of 102 is very attractive based on that effort.
