ATR VERDICT: Monbeg Legend has amassed some decent chasing experience over the summer
months and arrives on the back of a solid handicap success at Stratford. That said, he now faces
potential Graded chase opponents making their debuts over the larger obstacles in the shape of Poetic
Rhythm, a Grade 1 winner of the Challow Hurdle at Newbury, and the unbeaten MASTER
TOMMYTUCKER. The former seems to be at his best in the early part of the season so is likely to be
ready to do himself justice, but the latter has a lot of untapped potential having gone unbeaten in two
novice hurdles at Exeter last season. The form of his April success was backed up by the runner-up
and he is in the right hands to go to the very top over fences.
